6. Description of the contract

The works to be carried out under this Contract shall include but not be limited to improve the energy efficiency of public buildings in the Kindergarten  “Dimche Mirchev”. The works consist of: Montage of the scaffolding, dismantling of the scaffolding, reconstruction of the rain gutters, window tin metal for the windows, plastering the facade with energy-efficient materials and re-installation of the air conditioners enabling smooth operation during construction of the facade as shown on the Drawings and as described in this Specification. The construction of the thermal facade with the setting of a pressing hard-pressed polystyrene surface of the previously applied glue, fiberglass net, glue, and acrylic stucco surface color of walls. Re-installation of gutters, window tin metal and air conditioners. Dismantling of the scaffolding and clearing of the rubble and waste.

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all legal persons [participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers] which are established in a  Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory  of the regions covered and/or authorised by the  specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below). All works, supplies and services under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. Participation is also open to international organisations. The participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EU external actions.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of 2000 Euro, 2.44 % of the budget available for the contract, indicating lots separately if necessary > euros when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer(s) upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
1.1. In order to be eligible for the award of the contract, tenderers must provide evidence that they meet the selection criteria. This must be provided by tenderers using the forms described in 12.1 above and any additional forms tenderers may wish to use.

If a tender is submitted by a consortium, unless specified, the selection criteria will be    applied to the consortium as a whole.

  The selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows:
Economic and financial capacity of candidate:  
financial criteria:

· The average annual turnover of the tenderer in the past 3 years must be at least EUR 150.000. 
· To qualify as capable of performing the contract for public procurement in terms of its economic and financial situation, the economic operator must meet the following minimum requirements:
a) Solvency Certificate issued by State Public Reveny Office 
b) A declaration by the economic operator that in the last 5 years he was not rendered a final verdict for participation in criminal organization, corruption, fraud or money laundering;

c) Confirmation that no bankruptcy proceedings have been started by the competent authorities;

d)  Confirmation that no liquidation procedure has been started by the competent authorities;

e) Confirmation of paid taxes, contributions and other public charges from the competent authority of the country where the economic operator is established;

f) Confirmation from the Registry of penalties for crimes committed by legal entities that they were not imposed a penalty on participation in public tender procedures, the award of public procurement contracts and public-private partnerships contracts;

g) Confirmation from the Registry of penalties for crimes committed by legal entities that they have not been imposed a temporary or permanent prohibition of professional activity;

h) A confirmation stating that there has not been imposed sanction-ban on professional performing, activity or duty, or prohibition to perform certain activity.

i) The statement from line C of subsection 12.2 shall be prepared and signed by the economic operator and it does not have to be certified by a competent authority.

j) The Confirmation that no bankruptcy proceedings and liquidation proceedings, the confirmation from the registry of penalties for criminal shall be issued by the competent authorities in the country where the economic operator is registered. In the Republic of Macedonia competent body for issuing such confirmations is the Central Registry of the Republic of Macedonia.

k) The confirmation for paid taxes and other charges are issued by the competent authority in the country where the economic operator is registered. In Macedonia, the body responsible for issuing this confirmation is the Public Revenue Office.

l) The confirmation from paragraph h of subsection 12.2. is issued by the competent authority in the country where the economic operator is registered. In Macedonia, the body responsible for issuing this confirmation is the Central Register of the Republic of Macedonia.

m) The documents in item 12.2. must not be older than six (6) months from the deadline for submission of bids.

n) Appropriate bank statements;

o)  Proof of relevant insurance for professional risk indemnity;
Technical and professional capacity of candidate:

It must have completed at least 3 projects of the same nature/amount/complexity as the works concerned by the tender and implemented during the following period: 5 years from the submission deadline, The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies of certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned.

· it must carry out at least 70 % of the contract works using its own resources, which means that it must have the equipment, materials, human and financial resources necessary to carry out that percentage of the contract.

· if it is the lead member of a joint venture/consortium, it must be able to carry out at least 50 % of the contract works using its own means.

· if it is a partner of a joint venture/consortium (i.e. not the lead member) it must be able to carry out at least 10 % of the contract works using its own means.

· all its key staff must have at least 5 years’ appropriate experience and proven qualifications relevant to works of a similar nature to this project.

· The Contractor must have the necessary technical capacity, mashines, equipment to prove that he can fulfil the works. (Filled and submitted form 9.4k Techical qualification, Form 4.6.1-4.6.9)

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacity of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting Authority are when the tenderer relies mostly on the capacity of other entities or when it relies on key criteria. If the tenderer relies on other entities, it must prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary to perform the contract, for example by producing an undertaking on the part of those entities to place resources at its disposal.
Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator. Furthermore, the tender should include a separate document providing data on this third entity for the relevant selection criterion. Proof of capacity must be furnished at the request of the Contracting Authority.
